Applicant must submit required documentation and application letter:  

1. Include a copy of the current official transcript indicating a minimum of a 2.0 GPA overall average or better.   

Transcript must include: applicant’s name, current school, classes completed and overall grade point average.   

2. Write a paragraph in your own words for each of the topics below:  

● your involvement in extra-curricular activities and/or work experiences while attending school and what have 

you learned and describe how you have applied this knowledge to your life.   

● describe a learning experience that you had during high school or college which you found to be significant in 

your life; and did this experience affect your choice of a future career path?   

● your involvement in your community and how has it influenced your life.   

● list and describe the Sons of Norway activities you have participated in during the past year.   

● describe your knowledge of your Norwegian heritage and how has this influenced your life.    

● describe the goals you have set for yourself as you continue to further your education.
